   TITLED LAND
A Notification is the instrument whereby title to previously untitled land is raised.  Notifications are sometimes erroneously submitted to the Land Titles Office to support the transfer to a third party of land already titled to Her Majesty the Queen (HMQ) or the Commissioner of Yukon.  If land is already titled to any party, the correct instrument to effect a transfer of title is a Transfer in Form 6 under the Land Titles Act along with the required supporting affidavits.  The transfer fee and assurance fund levy must also accompany the documentation unless the party submitting the documentation has previously arranged regular billing with the Land Titles Office.
In order to ensure that the appropriate instruments to effect a change in the status of land are submitted to the Land Titles Office, the current status of the land in question should first be thoroughly researched, and the Notification, Transfer, Consolidation, Enlargement or any other applicable instrument should be submitted to the Land Titles Office along with all other required supporting documentation, a completed Document Registration Request form, and required payment.
In order to accurately identify titled land, in those cases where the predecessor title does not encompass all of the land to be transferred and some untitled land is also to be addressed, detailed descriptions and sketches outlining the pertinent areas to be transferred must accompany the appropriate instruments.
